THUgs:\JnAYS TEMPE TOWN LAKE

Our primary meeting location is in the Tempe Town Lake parking lot just north of the corner of
Rio Salado Parkway and Ash Street. When an event closes our primary meeting location, we
meet at our alternate location -- the Tempe Center for the Arts (which is just northwest of the
primary location on Rio Salado Parkway).

The walkers in our group take one route and the runners/joggers usually decide at least one
alternate route.
